A little reading goes a long way!

e A good ten minutes is much better than a difficult half hour!

Strategy Check: Ask your child
'What can we do if we get stuck
on a word?’ Listing the strategies
refreshes your child’s memory
abd gives them confidence to
tackle a new word.

Independent reading: During
this time try to remind your
child of the strategies rather
than telling them the unknown
words.

Book Introduction: Spend time
introducing the book (see the
questions in 'Helping your
Child with Reading')
